· Engine 81 has an oil leak from the rear pump housing.  I received a quote from F.I.S. On Site Service for $5375.00. Repair will be made in house.  It should take 2-3 days to complete.

· (52) Calls were answered last month.
Other Matters and Announcements
· Multiple Spec Reviews were completed.
· Our RIC Team responded to Parsippany District 5 on December 12th and 19th.
· We responded with an engine into Morris Plains on December 22nd.
· Our RIC Team responded to East Hanover for a residential structure fire on January 4th.  This was the double fatal house fire.  East Hanover had a stress debriefing team come in on January 8th and we also let our members know that we also have an Employees Assistance Program if they need to talk to someone.
· Members went to Madison to make up their Bail Out Training.  Paul Perrello and Rich Allocco received the Train the Trainer for the system so we can train our members when needed.
· John Wittnebert and Jack Koba will be starting FF1 tomorrow evening.
· Jesse Graziano is signed up for Fire Instructor in February.
· Rich Allocco is signed up for Ice Rescue in Kinnelon at the end of the month.
· Attached is the Year End report that I submitted to Committeeman Cahill for his Year End Report.
· Also submitted are two year end reports.  We responded to a total of 1018 emergencies during 2018.  One is showing the busiest days and times of the year.  The other shows what types of calls that we responded to for the year 2018.
The Chief went over his report.  He also reported that the insurance check for Skip Sofield came in.  A Commissioner usually accompanies the Chief to present the check to the family.  It will go to his mother-in-law who is in charge of Sean’s trust fund.

He also spoke to Eric from Pierce.  There is a meeting out there in Wisconsin from Feb 12th – 14th.  The first day will be a tour of the plant and facility, and to look at options.  The middle day is to go over the specs and graphics.  The final day is to cover anything not finished in the first 2 days.  It is $800 per person to go and the Chief would like to take 5 guys.  That covers hotel, airfare etc. and will be booked by Pierce and then invoiced to us.  Right now, he’s looking at Chris Foer, Brian Kelly, Paul Perrello, Derrick Shearer and himself.  If someone can’t make it, a commissioner is welcome to come along.  Would be helpful if a monetary decision is needed.  If not, they will be available by telephone.

They gave us a window of 10 months for the truck to be built, although it only takes a few weeks.  They will provide weekly updates and photos as the truck is being built.

The Board authorized 5 guys at a cost of $800 each and maybe a Commissioner if needed or available.

March 1st – the new schedule rotations begin for the new members once they are off probation status.
